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Life Group Questions - We Are Loving

Read 1 John 4:7-12, How does the love that John describes here differ from the
love that we see in the world around us?

Dan suggested that instead of God being love, love has become God. How can
we ensure that our love remains God centred?

What did God’s love look like for John? (John 13:23, John 19:26, John 21:7) Why
do you think John frequently refers to himself in this way?

Read Luke 7:36-50, what was Simon’s expectation of Jesus? What can we learn
from Jesus response to the woman?

Can you think of any other times when Jesus showed acceptance where others
may not have?

Who are the people today who would not expect to receive love from the
church? What can we do about that?

Read Mark 10:46-52, what was the crowds expatiation of Jesus? What can we
learn from Jesus response to Bartimaeus?

Can you think of any other times when Jesus demonstrated love through his
actions?

What actions can we take as a church to ensure people know they are loved?

Read John 15:13, why is the cross our best example of love?
